Women in Computing Set Sights on Statewide Conference

The latest trends in computing, education and career opportunities will be in the
spotlight at the Indiana Women in Computing 2006 conference, Feb. 3-4.

The event brings together female students, instructors and researchers from
universities and the computing industry around Indiana for an overnight retreat at the
rustic Canyon Inn at McCormick’s Creek State Park, Spencer, Ind.

Key sponsor of the event is WIC@IU (Women in Computing at Indiana University), an
IU School of Informatics-sponsored grassroots organization providing mentoring and
leadership opportunities to graduate and undergraduate women students in
computing-related fields.

The event includes poster and research presentations, and programming tracks
covering material of interest to high-school students, undergraduates and graduate
students.

"InWIC is a low-cost, regionally tailored conference focused exclusively on women in
computing, and it provides a venue for those who might not have the opportunity to
attend major conferences around the country,” says IU sponsorship chair Beth Plale,
assistant professor of computer science.
